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INTRODUCTION
1. Monitoring environmental protection performance is necessary to ensure compliance with legal requirements, to ensure efficient operation and to detect emergency situations as soon as possible.  The monitoring activity can best be described as a partnership designed to keep the management system on track. 

Responsibilities

2. SO2 Env SHEF Branch HQ UKSC  is responsible for monitoring the implementation and operation of the BFG EMS and to carry out the environmental protection part of the rolling SHEF audit programme
Garrison SHEF FP

3. The Garrison SHEF FP is responsible for ensuring that appropriate monitoring of the Gar EMS system is taking place in units. 


Units

4. Commanding Officers are responsible, through the unit EPFP, for monitoring their environmental protection performance using the following mechanisms:

a. Monitoring programme to demonstrate compliance.  This may include regular inspections of hazardous materials and waste storage areas. 

b. Review of the Unit Environmental Action Plan at appropriate intervals to verify that internal goals are being met.

c. Review and practice of the USRP at appropriate intervals.

d. Annual management review of the unit EMS to assess whether it has been efficient and effective at achieving its stated policies, objectives and targets. 
e. Annual unit SHEF Audit Self Assessment in accordance with Part 1 Chapter 2 of the BFG SHEF Manual.  
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
