16.30hr - Departure of the transport buses of participants only! (Guests and brought rubber boats or swim rings etc. will not be transported!)
16.45hr  - Reaching the start lines, OT Altencelle - Allerbrücke (see 2)

17.00hr  - Start of the event! 
18.15hr - 18.45hr Swimmers reach the end-destinantion at the Pfennigbrücke in Celle Town
(see 4) and will be transported back to the Sports Centre to get changed.
19.45hr  -  Meal in the Sports Centre Burgstraße.
20.15hr – Certificates are given to the participants, with a chance to sit together till approx 21.30hr. 
Please note:

· Everyone taking part in this event does so at their own risk!

· Swimmers have to be 16 yrs old and upwards, but for swimmers less than 18 years parent or guardian’s consent is needed!

· Equipment needed: a wet suit of a minimum of 6 mm thickness or a dry suit complete with foot covering, flippers and gloves. 

· Fancy dress will be accepted as long as it is safe, but it not required.

· Alcohol before and during the swim and fireworks are strictly prohibited!

· Single swimmers should attach themselves to groups.

· The entrance form must reach the organisers by 01 Feb 2012.
